How to Give Your Testimony

Romans 1:11-13 (ESV) For I long to see you, that I may impart to you some spiritual gift to strengthen you— that is, that we may be , by each other's faith, both yours and mine.
1 Corinthians 1:4-8 (ESV) I give thanks to my God always for you because of the grace of God that was given you in Christ Jesus, that in every way you were enriched in him in all speech and all knowledge— even as the testimony about Christ was confirmed among you— so that you are not lacking in any gift, as you wait for the revealing of our Lord Jesus Christ, who will sustain you to the end, guiltless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ.
1 Timothy 4:13-16 (ESV) Until I come, devote yourself to the public reading of Scripture, to exhortation, to teaching. Do not neglect the gift you have, which was given you by prophecy when the council of elders laid their hands on you. Practice these things, immerse yourself in them, so that all may see your progress. Keep a close watch on yourself and on the teaching. Persist in this, for by so doing you will save both yourself and your hearers.
Testimony is:
· Your testimony is your spiritual gift of faith to exchange with others.
· God confirms your testimony by revealing the Lord Jesus Christ.
· Your testimony saves both yourself and your hearers.
Testimony is not: 
· Preaching: although you will share the good news
· Teaching: although people will learn something from you
· Arguing: although you will answer their questions
· Defending the faith: although you make it real to them
· Discussing philosophy: although you will speak the truth in love

You are telling your story!
Three Parts of Your Testimony
1. Life before Christ (Who are You, Lord?)
a. Previous attitude toward Him
b. Life experiences that were important to you
2. Life revealed (I am Jesus)
a. Steps of truth that got you there
b. Encounter or pivot (Damascus Road)
3. Life after Christ (What shall I do?)
a. Changes He made inside and out in you
b. Directions He sent you
c. Things He assigned you to do


Paul’s testimony is our guide
Paul’s Revelation—Encounter Moment answers the “Who are You, Lord?” with, “I am Jesus” that results in “What shall I do, Lord?”
Acts 9:5-6 (ESV) And he said, “Who are you, Lord?” And he said, “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. But rise and enter the city, and you will be told what you are to do.”
Testimony to the Jews
Acts 22:1-21 Paul emphasizes his Jewish upbringing and baptism.
Testimony to the Gentiles
Acts 26:1-29 He testifies in a way that relates to the Gentile Ruler. 
Pointers:
· Our weakness and God’s power (2 Corinthians 13:3-4)
· Keep it to about three minutes
